South Australian School for Vision Impaired (SASVI) is a state wide service with the following components

· South Australian School for Vision Impaired: Shares a site with Kilparrin and Ascot Park PS (mainly catering for Primary students, but also accommodates secondary students with additional disabilities).
· Charles Campbell Secondary School Vision Support Program and Seaview High Vision Support Program: Students work within the regular Charles Campbell (CCSS) and Seaview High (SH) programs, with additional support negotiated individually. Teachers from SASVI work as support teachers of students with vision impairment at both CCSS and SH.

· SASVI Support Services: Supports students in mainstream pre-schools and schools throughout the state, in DECS, Catholic Education and Independent Systems.

· Print Alternative Program: Provides materials in braille, large print, audio/MP3, and tactile formats to students from pre-school to the end of school.

Normal Font: Braille, Tahoma 16; Daisy/MP3 Tahoma 10, LP Tahoma 18, Tahoma 18; LP Tahoma 36, Tahoma 36

Heading 1: Centred, font 4 points larger than standard. Bold, 12 point space before.

Heading 2: Blocked, Indented 2 cm, font 2 points larger than standard. Bold, 12 point space before.

Body Text: Standard font, 1st line indent 1 cm, 6 point space before.

List: Standard font, Hanging indent 1 cm, 6 point space before.

Superscript: Font size 4 points larger than standard, superscript. This makes superscripts clearer in large print.

Subscript: Font size 4 points larger than standard, subscript. This makes subscripts clearer in large print.

DBT Code: 

Braille: pink, hidden text. Used to embed Duxbury codes.

Other templates: Not applicable but if braille document is inserted, remains as pink, hidden text.

Uncontracted: 

Braille: Blue text

Other templates: Standard black font, has no formal application in these styles.
